	Women in Philanthropy awarded $17,000 to nonprofits that 
matched this year's grant theme of Helping the Hungry.

They are:
 
Bluffton Self Help - $5,000 
The mission of Bluffton Self Help includes helping those in the greater Bluffton area with their most fundamental needs - food, clothing, and short-term financial assistance.  In order to help the hungry, Gift Cards in increments of $5.00 will be given to 100+ needy individuals and families to use at Piggly Wiggly.   Half of the grant funds are for dairy products and the other half are for fruits and vegetables.    
                                             
Children's Center - $1,875
The Children's Center's food program is founded on their strong belief in "feed the mind by nourishing the body."  Children are given a hot breakfast, hot lunch and an afternoon snack.  In the current economic climate the Children's Center is greatly challenged to meet all operational costs while continuing to provide a nutritious food program.  As a result, a grant was requested for $1,875.  That amount was awarded to provide a nutritious afternoon snack to 125 children for one month.  The snacks are planned ahead and provide 2 of 4 food groups to assure quality.    
 
Deep Well Project - $3,125
The goal of the Deep Well Project's Food Program is to provide immediate food assistance to individuals on Hilton Head Island.  With the downturn in the economy, Deep Well has had key income sources decreased while requests for assistance from the Food Program have doubled.  The Food Program has gone from serving 1,617 adults and children in 2006 to 3,144 adults and children in 2009.  Those numbers are expected to rise again in 2010.
 
HELP of Beaufort - $3,000
HELP of Beaufort is a highly impactful, all volunteer organization in the city of Beaufort that provides emergency assistance for the basic human needs of residents.  As a part of their mission, the organization provides meals to individuals unable to obtain meals any other way. Help of Beaufort requested and was funded $3,000 to purchase food to help meet emergency requests.
 
St. Vincent de Paul Outreach - $4,000
Located on Lady's Island, St. Vincent de Paul Outreach reaches out to the needy of the community by operating the Lowcountry's busiest food pantry.  The organization provides food to over 950 families a month.  In these difficult times it is a struggle for the organization to satisfy the increasing need for food assistance while experiencing decreasing contributions.   St. Vincent de Paul Outreach measures success by being able to provide food to all those who seek it, and funding by Women in Philanthropy will support food assistance for the area's neediest residents.
